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The only horse in racing history 
to break the two-minute barrier 
35 times, Dan Patch startled the 
world with a record-breaking 
one mile pace of 1:55 on September 8th, 1906 at the 
Minnesota State Fairgrounds. Apart from his physical 
prowess, Dan Patch was a crowd pleaser and a hero to 
kids across America - as popular as Lassie and Rin Tin Tin. 

Dan Patch lived and trained in an elaborate horse stable 
built on the southern banks of the Minnesota River by his 
owner, M.W. Savage, a prominent Minneapolis business-
man. When Dan Patch died in 1916, Savage died 32 hours 
later- an untimely death said to be caused by a broken 
heart. The local community was so fascinated with the 
fairy-tale story of Dan Patch and his owner that they 
decided to rename their City to Savage. Nearly hundred 
years later, the City of Savage continues to celebrate the 
horse’s great legacy with Dan Patch Days.
